***** Norman F. JACOBS. SR. born Orange Co., VA., 01-12-1892...... He was one of nine children of John Francis Jacobs &
Martha Willie TANNER.... John Francis Jacobs  as in the CIVIL WAR.

Norman Francis Jacobs was raised on a farm in Orange Co., VA...... He was a  graduate of Hargrave

Military Academy, Chatham. VA., and the University of Richmond, VA.

After graduation from college, he accepted a call to Lower King & Queen Co., VA., and Olivet & Proporonic Baptist Churches....
When the call was extended to him in 1920,  he accepted with the understanding that this would not be a long pastorate, because he
expected to continue his theological education in a few years.

Norman F. Jacobs. Sr. was licensed to preach at Trinity Baptist Church in Louisa Co., VA., on March 25, 1917 and was ordained to
the ministry at Olivet Baptist Church on June 9, 1921.

Since he was single when he accepted a call to Olivet & Proporonic Baptist Churches: be boarded in the home of Mr. & Mrs. J.
Wayland Eubank of Shanghai, VA....... It was while living with the Eubank's that he met his future wife. Miss Sadie Elizabeth
Pearsall of Richmond, VA., who was a friend of the Eubank's daughter Elsie, and a  frequent visitor in the Eubank home.

Upon his resignation in 1923, he entered the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary in Louisville, KY., where he studied for two
years, transferring to Union Theological Seminary in Richmond, VA. for his last year of Seminary and graduating from there in
1926.

He was a dedicated Pastor, active in the denominational work of the associations where he served and also active in civic and
fraternal organizations.... He was a member of the Ashland Masonic Lodge 168 AF&AM and served as past master of Sconsburg
Masonic Lodge AD&AM.... He was also a member of-the Danville Consistory Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite.

..... Norman remembers that his Grandmother MARTHA WILLIE TANNER JACOBS lived
with them in Newport News, VA., and that he has a picture other with him at Buckroe Beach.

Being born in Newport News and going to school there, Norman remembers on the way to the first grade about two blocks away
from our home, there lived a lady we called Aunt ANNE and she had a parrot that talked - also liked my lunch.... The JACOBS
children were taught to call church members Aunt & Uncle. ..... Dan and Reuben were born in Newport News, VA..

Then about 1933, we moved to Ivor, VA., in Southampton County, where Norman F. JACOBS had three churches. ... Ivor was
peanut and Smithfield ham country.... I remember a Mr. Stevenson, a church member, that always brought the JACOBS kids ice
cream and ginger ale.... Betty & Annie Mae were born in Ivor. VA. ... The house in Ivor was real large with 1'2'0 ceilings and
porches at the front and one side. ... When we lived in Ivor, Dad had a 1929 Dodge car and took the boys to a farm owned by a
Church member to get our Christmas tree, the was always 12'0 tall to fit to the ceiling. ..... In Ivor, Dad's large garden was between
the house ant the wood shed. .... Mother canned many quarts of vegetables from the garden that came in very good in the cold
winters.....

At Ivor, Mother had about six flower gardens and each child had their own flower garden, managed by Mother.... Mother's way of
teaching us children was to keep our flower gardens very clean of-weeds and grass...... How did Mother keep her flower gardens
clean ? ... Simple, when any of the children would misbehave, she would have the clean her flower gardens... As you guested,
Mother's flower gardens never had any grass or weeds due to the help of the KIDS,.... Dan and 1 built a tent play house in the
woodshed and cooked some canned food, then too; we caught the woodshed on fire, no major damage, except to the seat of our
pants.

About 1938, we moved to the Northern Neck, Newland, VA,, in Richmond County, VA., near Warsaw, Va. ... There Dad had three
churches: Rappahannock, Popes Creek and Welcome Grove...... The house at Newland was very small and Dad added four rooms
to the house while we lived there....

The original house had no plumbing, no heat. no indoor water and the lights were served by a Delco electric plant kept in an out
building...... In Newland, our next door neighbors were the CAMPBELL's with sixteen living children, all could play rough
football..... Then too, next door were Uncle Add and Aunt Lillie Balderson. Sunday dinner at Aunt Lillie's was always a big treat
with fried chicken. At Aunt Lillie's the grownups ate in the dining room and the children ate in the kitchen and enjoyed the special
cake Aunt Lillie prepared jous for the Jacobs KIDS.

In the Northern Neck, 1 remember that I was Baptized in the Rappahannock River in 1939, near Newland and my Father was the
Pastor who baptized me.... Another tiling I remember about Newland, was that I was a paper boy for the Richmond Times Dispatch
come rain or snow...... In about 1942,1 became an "airplane spotter" for Uncle Sam, where after school, I manned the only
telephone in Newland and reported any and all airplanes that crossed over to Washington. D.C.... .. Another venture in the Northern
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Neck was when Dan, Reuben and I designed and built our own race cars using wagon wheels and red oak timbers; the steering stick
was on the right and the
brake stick on the left with rubber attached to from the brakes. Our test pilot was Annie Mae, and she took the finished product
down a hill through the woods and stopped just before the creek. Annie Mae passed the test pilot delegated chore with flying
colors.

In Newland, there were two general stores run by Mr. Peed and Mr. Jenkins... * .. We lived just across the "road" from Mr.Jenkin's
country store that also served as the Newland Post Office. Mr. Jenkins always listened to the Washington Senator's Baseball games
on his radio. When the ball game was on, you had to wait for your mail until the game was over.

About 1943, we moved to Scottsburg, VA., in Halifax Co., VA.... * .. Dan and I rode the moving van from Newland to Scottsburg
and accros the railroad tracks into the Town of Scottsburg - what a trip for two young boys. ..... Here Dad had four [4] churches:
Scottsburg Baptist, Hunting Creek Baptist, Wenns Creek Baptist and Crystal Hill Baptist. When we moved to Scottsburg, Mother
marched the five JACOBS KIDS into the Scottsburg High School office to enroll and meet the Principle.... * ... Scottsburg is where
1 met my wife, Inez Virginia Hastings, the daughter of Oscar & Pattie astings....

We were married on 11-09-47 at Scottsburg Baptist Church by my Father, the Pastor. From Scottsburg. I took my first job away
from home in the summer of 1943; which as as a "Bug Boy" for the State of Virginia in Stafford Co., VA..... We stopped cars and
rucks on hihgway # 1 going north and south to check forjap bettles. At Stafford, I lived with a Methodist Minister and his family
and paid $10.00 per week for room and board. My weekly salary was $25.00 per week.

Halifax Co.. VA., HASTINGS - Oscar Samuel Hastings was a very successful dairy and tobacco fanner. Church Deacon and taught
Junior's in the Sunday School at  Scottsburg Baptist Church. He was also active in civic work throughout the county. He also
provided for his children to attend college.

Norman F. Jacobs. Jr., joined the U.S. Navy on 06-06-1944, and went to Camp Perry, Williamsburg, VA., for Boot Camp, and on
to pre-med at Baimbridge, MD., then to Camp Lejune, NC., with the Marines. Served two years and discharged... * .. Later
attended the University of Richmond.... * ... Married 11-09-47, Inez Virginia Hastings, daughter of Oscar & Pattie HASTINGS.
My Father, Norman F. Jacobs, Sr. was the Pastor at our wedding. We took our honeymoon trip to North Carolina.

Norman worked in  construction - took correspondence course in
estimating at the rate of one lesson per week to finish said course in one year... * .. Member organizations - Jaycees, Lions Club,
and American Legion.

In about 1950, Mother and Dad moved to Doswell, VA., where Dad was Pastor of Taylorsville Baptist Church. ... Mother was a
member of the DAR and the Eastern Star and Dad was a member of the Masons.

In the 1950's, we built our first house in South Boston, VA.... * .. In construction estimated and was low bidder on Halifax County
High School at $1,000,000.00, the cost was at $10.00 per sq. ft. including sitework...... In 1953 the young JACOBS family moved
to Richmond, VA. and worked in construction as an estimator, in 1954 became Vice President of construction company and built
hospitals. Navy hangers, partments, schools, banks, offices, churches, parking decks. Army barracks, and other work for the Corps
of Engineers and the U.S. Navy. Managed projects in Virginia, North Carolina, Maryland and Georga.

In Richmond, the JACOBS family rented a two bed room, one bath house for $75.00 per month. ... * ... Joined Monument Heights
Baptist Church and served in the following positions: a. Layman's Revival - delivered sermon, b. Chairman of the Board of
Deacons, c. Superintendant of the Adult Sunday School Department, d. Member of the choir and Chairman of Music Committee, e.
Chairman of Building Committe, three times.

A third child - Bill [ William Oscar Jacobs ] was bom in Richmond, VA., 02-25-60.

In Richmond, Norman was and still is today, a member ofCSI, AGC, PMI, ASPE, AACE and Industrial Engineers.

Construction Contracting, Building  stimating, Construction Management, Project Management, CPM Schedules and Materials and
Methods... * ..

The inside of the form
must shape a realistic rough wood board surface on the 5000 psi white concrete. The cultural center is composed of four different
structures. They are the domed coliseum or convention center with a capacity of 12.000 seats, a 25,00 seat theater, a 100,000
square feet exhibition hall, and a two level 120,000 square feet parking garage. The entire 14 acre complex, made of 125,000 cubic
yards of concrete and 8000 tons of re-bar, is supported by 4,500 prestressed concrete piles that in turn support the poured in place
concrete dome... * .. SCOPE was completed in the spring of 1972, and Norman returned to Richmond as Vice President of another
construction company - great to be home. Then too, in 1972 Norman was elected President of the Richmond CSI Chapter, plus
membership in AGC. AACE. SAM. PMI - President of Virginia SAM. and President of AACE of Virginia. Then too, on national
committees of AGC. PMI, and AACE.
